UNDERSTANDING THE WORLD
	There are 4 seasons: Summer, Autumn, Winter and Spring 
In Autumn the leaves, seeds and conkers fall off the trees. 
The leaves change colour in Autumn to orange, red and brown
In Autumn the weather is often windy and wet  
A weather forecast helps us to know what the weather will do 
A weather forecast also helps us know what to wear 

Know that Winter includes the months of December, January and February 
In winter the weather is cold 
It can sometimes be frosty and icy. Sometimes it can snow.  
We start to wear winter clothes when the weather gets colder.
These clothes are thicker and warmer to stop us getting cold. 
In winter many plants don’t grow apart from evergreens. 
Some animals hibernate in the winter. Hedgehogs, dormice and bats hibernate
Hibernation is when an animal makes a warm home for the winter. 
Animals that hibernate eat lots of food in autumn

Ice can change by melting it  
When the temperature falls below 0 degrees Celsius then water freezes (turns solid) 
Know what ice feels like and observe it melting. 
Know that ice melts when the temperature rises. 
Know that there may be frost on your windows (e.g. in the car) in the mornings and at night and the pavement or road may be slippery 
Know that snow is frozen water. 
Key outcomes  
Make a hedgehog using natural materials in the nature garden. 
Record each other doing a weather forecast for Autumn or Winter using weather forecast symbols.

	Summer is a season, In Summer, the weather is usually hot and the sun shines a lot.  
Lots of plants grow in spring and summer 
To grow a plant, you need: warmth, water, and a bit of soil.

Then you will see a stem grow up  
The stem grows leaves on it.  
It will grow some flowers

We see lots of minibeasts in spring and summer. 
Minibeasts are bees, caterpillar, butterflies, snails, slugs, ants, frogs and ladybirds 
They need safety, food and water 
Where these things are found is called a habitat
A habitat could be a pond, in a bush, under a stone, up in a tree or below the ground.
Some insects and minibeasts change as they grow.
A caterpillar hatches from an egg. It eats leaves to get energy and creates a pupa/chrysalides. It finally emerges as a butterfly. This is a life-cycle.
Not all minibeasts are the same. Some have legs, a foot, wings or shells.
The insect has six legs. Not all minibeasts are insects.

Know that Andy Goldsworthy is an artist who uses natural objects to create art including stone, sand, snow, ice, water, leaves, flowers, berries, feathers and twigs.
Know that he makes art sculptures in nature, using nature and then photographs them to record them forever.
Know that a sculpture is a work of art that is produced by carving or shaping stone, wood, clay, or other materials.
